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Vanier’s Career Portfolio Plan:

The students of Vanier Collegiate will begin creating this living document called a career portfolio in Grade 9 during their Career Development class in second semester.  The career portfolio will then be incorporated into English 10 (resume and cover letters), Christian Ethics 10, English 20 (Career Report), Christian Ethics 30 (vocations) and in English 30.  Another goal is to have students actually participate in a mock interview where they will learn how to present their portfolio in either Grade 11 or 12. 

The school’s plan is to have every student graduate with a career portfolio starting with the graduating class of 2012.

What is a Career Portfolio?
A career portfolio is a collection of evidence or artifacts that reflects a student’s interests, abilities, accomplishments and learning. As a collection of information, a portfolio is an excellent organizational tool during the career planning process. As well, the information collected will be useful when the student applies for a job, a scholarship and entrance to colleges or universities.
Suggestions of items to collect for the career portfolio are as follows:

· photographs (events, hobbies, special projects . . .)

· newspaper clippings

· certificates (TOKW, Athlete of the Month, Music Awards, …)
· medals

· badges

· report cards/progress reports

· samples of school work  (writing, reports, . . .)

· travel brochures

· video or audio tapes of performances

· cards
