The Leonard Foundation Financial Assistance Program (140 x $1500) - Deadline:  March 15, 2011 - CLOSED
The Leonard Foundation scholarships are awarded to students enrolled or enrolling in an accredited undergraduate degree program in a College or University in Canada.
