Scholarship:  awarded based on academic achievement and may take school/community activities, leadership or other criteria into consideration
Bursary:  awarded based on financial need and may take academic achievement into consideration as well.
Award/Prize: awarded based on specific achievement (e.g., science fair project) and could be monetary or an item, such as a book.  
	Tips and Advice


1. Binder/Folder
2. List all scholarships you are eligible for
a. Name, deadline date, requirements, where you found it

3. Letters of references

a. Give 2 – 3 weeks notice, provide person with resume, variety of people

b. Pay attention to DETAILS

5. Send in early!

6. Always keep a copy of application forms and scholarships you apply for.
	Apprenticeship and Trades


Saskatchewan Youth Apprenticeship Program – www.saskapprenticeship.ca 
A great youth program for anyone interested in pursuing a career in the trades.  Once you complete all
three levels, you will be awarded 300 hours toward your status, level 1 tuition, and a chance to win a $1000 scholarship.  It is a great way to discover and explore careers within the trades! Vanier students have been eligible for the past three years for a $1000 scholarship!
Apprenticeship Incentive Grant (AIG) - $1000 per year, up to a maximum of $2000 per person
The AIG is a taxable cash grant available to registered apprentices once they have successfully completed their first or second year/level (or equivalent) of an apprenticeship program in one of the Red Seal trades. 
Apprenticeship Completion Grant (ACG)
The Apprenticeship Completion Grant (ACG) is a taxable cash grant of $2,000 maximum available to registered apprentices who have successfully completed their apprenticeship training and obtained their journeyperson certification in a designated Red Seal trade on or after January 1, 2009.
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	8 Places to Look for Scholarships


1. High School

· Visit the Guidance Counsellor’s office. They usually receive resources from many donors 

and an experienced counsellor can be invaluable to your search. 

2. Institution of Study

· Another good place to start is at the school where you intend to enrol. Every post-
secondary institution has an Awards Program. Most have their awards listed on their
website.
3. Local Community

· Often local awards will not be found on the internet. These awards are generally offered
through community clubs, charitable foundations, local employers, and community
organizations.
4. Your Employer or your Parents Employer

· Many companies offer programs for employees and employees’ dependents as part of their benefit package. Ask your parents. Students who work part-time should also check with their own employer.

5. Professional Organizations

· Professional organizations want to promote their profession. Many national groups have local affiliates, so always check locally and nationally. See what they have to offer. For example: A.P.E.G.G.A, an engineering association, offers many scholarships for students interested in Engineering and Saskatchewan Chartered Accounts provide one to a student pursuing accounting.
6. Industry

· Think about where you would seek employment upon completion of studies. Many
industries offer awards to encourage development of a skilled workforce. You don’t have to work for the company offering the scholarship, simply take advantage of the opportunity to apply.

7. Specific to Ethnic Origin or Citizens with Disabilities

· Many companies and organizations offer awards to assist specific students. If you are of
aboriginal ancestry there are many awards established to assist aboriginal students. There are also many awards offered through organizations that support citizens with disabilities. Check with your local support organization or their affiliated national websites.

8. Internet

· There are several different ways in which you should use the internet in searching for 

awards. 

9. Athletics
· University, college, technical schools, junior colleges sports teams.  Ex:  soccer, swimming, fastball, baseball, football, basketball, etc.  ($ - CSA Prepstar, NCSA; Self-Managed – www.recruit-me.com)

	Scholarship Myths:


· Scholarships are only for top scholars and athletes.

· This is definitely false.  There are so many scholarships that do not take grades or athletic ability/participation into consideration whatsoever and some, while they do consider average the minimum average might be 75% - 85% rather than 95%.

· You have to be a great essay writer to get one.

· Not so.  Often, it is more about what you write than how well it is written.  Whether you follow the instructions and address the essay question is often more crucial to your success than how eloquently you write.

· You have to be a high school student to win a scholarship.

· Many scholarships for undergraduate students and those no longer in school at all.  The

· Most scholarship awards are small and not worth the effort of applying.

· What is small? Every dollar you are awarded is a lot more than a dollar you save when you graduate and that money must be repaid with interest if you have to take out loans for 100% of your educational expenses.  

· Scholarship competition is too intense.  It’s not worth bothering.

· Sure there is competition.  But so many of those applying don’t take the time to properly READ or FOLLOW THE RULES and answer the questions thoughtfully, or even correctly.  Do everything correctly and you could be one of a small percentage of applicants who even gets considered.  Break it down to hourly wage:  spend 50 hours searching an applying for scholarships; you win two or three scholarships totalling about $2000; that is $40 per hour; plus you won’t have to pay it back with interest.

· The scholarship application process is a one-time thing.

· Not so.  Each year, you need to look for money for the next and, as stated earlier, there is money out there for all of you (high school, college, undergraduate, graduate, etc).  It is worth searching as soon as possible.
